Application process (EU): Agree
1. Contest organizer/director fills out the form and requests  a sanction level (hopefully we could have a webpage on Slalomranking.com for this. That data could then automatically be used for calendar and event homepage.)
2. Contest organizer posts request in ISSA web (slalmskateboarder forum!? I think it would be enough with filling in the event info at the “Register ISSA event” page at Slalomranking. Different input depending on what status they ask for.)
3. Sends form to National Coordinator, which will either: (Tool for Marshals/NC to administer registered events. All points below)
a. Ask for more information to be submitted

b. Sanction the event, if sanctioning level is within his attribution and communicate decision to EU Marshal overseeing the country

c. Forward the application to the EU Marshal overseeing his country with a recommendation

4. EU Marshal will either: (there is a special tool today for marshals to sanction the event on Slalomranking.com)
a. Ask for more information  to be submitted

b. Sanction the event, if sanctioning level is within his attribution and communicate the decision to the EU Marshal committee

c. Forward the application to the EU Marshal Committee with a recommendation

5. EU Marshal Committee will either:
a. Ask for more information  to be submitted

b. Sanction the event, if sanctioning level is within his attribution

c. Forward the application to the BOD with a recommendation

6. A named member of the EU Marshal committee will post final sanction decisions on the ISSA web (Is it not enough with people having a look at Slalomranking.com. The marshals have their own front page topic where they can write down the latest news with statuses and sanctions.)
This is how it worked before.

There are ISSA event and racing rules that you have to follow in general. Then depending on status you may have some variations.

10.2 Allowable Variations from Rules

Variations from these rules are allowable under the following conditions:

• For MAJOR and MAIN status competitions:

• Variations shall be stated clearly in the contest sanction application.

• Variations shall be declared in written communication to the racers on the day of the race.

• Variations shall be minor, few, and not significantly change the nature of the race.

• Examples of possible variations: Start ramp specification variation (larger, smaller, etc); Tone

count-down variation.

• For PRIME, BASIC, PLAIN status competitions:

• Variations shall be stated clearly in the contest sanction application.

• Variations shall be declared to the racers on the day of the race (e.g. in a Racer’s meeting or

announcement).

• Variations are allowed to alter the nature of the race.

• Examples of possible variations: Push-start vs. ramp start; A-B-C bracketing system to expand

the # of racers entering head-to-head rounds, taking 4 runs on a single-lane race instead of 2

runs.

• ISSA Regional Contest Coordinators will review contest sanction applications and may reduce the

contest status based on the number and magnitude of the declared variations from these rules.
I’m not at all against setting up some general points for each class. It can help make thing clearer. And not everything is about rules. There are other points as well that may be good to point out as done above for each status. And it would be even better if we could make this registration page for events on “Slalomranking”. Then depending on what status they ask for they will get different points and questions that need to be filled in.
